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Due to the reallocation of declined HOME awards, the State was informed that its HOME allocation was
increased from $40,181,356 to $40,773,526.

The following amendment shows the necessary changes due to this increase in funding. Changes were
made to AP-15, AP-20 and AP-25 reflecting this increase in HOME funding.
